THE GENERAL TEACHING COUNCIL FOR NORTHERN IRELAND: TEACHER ELECTIONS 
 
I have been appointed Returning Officer for the election of teacher representatives to the 
General Teaching Council for Northern Ireland. Elected teachers will serve a four-year 
term commencing on 15th October 2010.  The election will be held during the period 
February to June 2010. 
 
The Council has confirmed you are registered with it as a teacher.  You are, therefore, 
eligible to vote in the election (unless you are subsequently disqualified) and I am pleased 
to provide you with further information. 
 
On the reverse of this letter you will find an extract from your record on the provisional 
electoral roll.  Please read this carefully and, if required, make any necessary 
amendments, as instructed. Note – you need an election category to vote!
